Dear Madame Chairwoman Davis:
The Fleet Reserve Association (FRA) strongly supports “The Absentee Ballot Track, Receive, and Confirm Act” (HR 2510) that would amend the Help America Vote Act of 2002 and direct the Election Assistance Commission (EAC) to reimburse a state for the costs incurred in establishing, if the state so chooses, an absentee ballot tracking program for federal elections.

This absentee ballot tracking system would allow voters to easily determine, either online or through an automated phone system, whether an elections office has sent out a ballot, whether a completed ballot has arrived at the registrar’s office and whether the ballot was actually counted. If a ballot is not counted, the voter could also learn why this occurred.

The Association supports improved military overseas voter participation in Federal elections and an improved military mail processing of overseas ballots and stands ready to provide assistance in advancing this legislation.
