The Fleet Reserve Association strongly supports the House Armed Services Committee markup for the National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) for FY 2008. Several FRA priority issues are addressed in the legislation and are especially important to enlisted Navy, Marine Corps, and Coast Guard personnel, Reservists, veterans, retirees, and their families.
Of notable importance to our membership is the prohibition of TRICARE and pharmacy fee increases, restoring health care efficiency wedge funding, improvements on the concurrent receipt issue, active duty pay increases, and provisions of the Wounded Warrior Assistance Act.
