The Fleet Reserve Association (FRA) supports H.R. 2926 that would permanently extend the authorization for the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) to provide hospital care, medical services, and other treatment to veterans suffering from exposure to the Agent Orange herbicide or from the ailments commonly known as Gulf War Syndrome.


The authorization to provide care for Gulf War Syndrome and Agent Orange exposure expired on December 31, 2002. Since then, the VA has continued to care for affected veterans, despite increasing demands on the VA health system and FRA supports making the authorization permanent.
