The Fleet Reserve Association (FRA) strongly supports your legislation (S. 529) that would extend the date for personnel who have been exposed to contaminated water at Camp Lejeune, N.C. from January 1, 1957, to August 1, 1953. The Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry indicates that the earlier date is now appropriate for the beginning of water contamination due to carcinogens. The date change impacts access to VA health care for former military family members, veterans, and family members.
