The Fleet Reserve Association supports the “Women Veterans and Other Health Care Improvements Act” (S. 3313) that would end the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) ban on providing in vitro fertilization (IVF) services, establish child care programs at Vet Centers for women seeking counseling, and improve outreach to women veterans. 


Veterans with severe reproductive, urinary tract injuries, and spinal cord injuries often require specialized treatments and procedures like IVF. The Department of Defense (DoD) currently provides IVF services under the TRICARE program at no charge to service members severely wounded in combat, and your legislation would provide veterans with the same access.
