The Fleet Reserve Association (FRA) supports “The Reserve Retirement Deployment Credit Correction Act” (H.R. 4947) that would close a loophole that makes it more difficult for members of the Reserve Component who served on active duty deployments to collect retirement pay.


In 2008, The National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) reduced the retirement age of members of the Reserve components by three months for every 90 days spent on active duty. An unintended technicality in its implementation has caused the Department of Defense (DoD) to exclude periods of service that would otherwise count toward retirement, unless they fall entirely within one fiscal year, causing some Reservists to lose retirement credit.
