The Fleet Reserve Association (FRA) supports “The TRICARE Dependent Coverage Extension Act” (S. 3201) that increases the maximum age to 26 at which active duty personnel and military retirees would be authorized to purchase health coverage for dependent children. 


Provisions of the recently enacted health reform care legislation authorize parents participating in group health insurance plans to soon be able to provide coverage to dependent children up to age 26 and your legislation would extend this option to military health care beneficiaries.
