Dear Senator Cornyn:

The Fleet Reserve Association (FRA) supports your draft legislation to amend Section 7508 of the Internal Revenue Code that provides military personnel in combat zones additional time to file tax returns.

The IRS usually has ten years from the date of assessment to collect a tax liability from a taxpayer and this bill suspends that time requirement for taxpayers serving in a combat zone or performing combatant activities in a contingency operation, and during any period of continuous hospitalization attributable to injuries sustained plus 180 days.
