The Fleet Reserve Association (FRA) supports the “Sanctity of Eternal Rest for Veterans Act” (H.R. 1591) to strengthen a military family’s right to mourn in private. The bill would toughen and extend existing protections to civilian cemeteries, double the “No Protesting” window from one to two hours before and after funerals, increase distances between cemetery boundaries and the residences of immediate family members, increase penalties, and permit grieving family members and the U.S. Attorney General to sue violators for monetary damages.
